Demonstration School, Mysuru is situated in the beautiful lush green campus of Regional
Institute of Education, Mysuru which is a constituent unit of the National Council of
Educational Research and Training (NCERT), an autonomous body under the Ministry of Human
Resource Development, Government of India. It is affiliated to the Central Board of Secondary

Education (CBSE), New Delhi.

Having come into existence in the year 1965, the Demonstration School has served the
public of Mysuru for more than five decades. It serves as a laboratory for the Regional Institute
of Education for identification, analysis and research in school education and for experiments
thereon to develop methodologies and test them in the real classroom situation. It also serves

as a centre for curriculum development.

This is one of such four schools in the country, the other three being at Ajmer (Rajasthan),
Bhopal (Madhya Pradesh) and Bhubaneswar (Odisha) as components of respective Regional
Institutes of Education.

Pre-Primary Section:

A Pre-School Centre in Demonstration School (DMS) was started on 2nd June 2011.
This is the first of its kind started in DMS campus based on the initiative of NCERT, New
Delhi. The Pre-School Education programme provides opportunities and experiences that
lead to the child’s all-round development including Physical, Intellectual, Social and Emotional
development. It also takes care of health and nutritional aspect of the child. It plans to provide
rich and stimulating environment where a child can freely speak, listen, interact and express
themselves in the verbal or non-verbal form. The pre primary section includes Nursery (Pre
School - 1), LKG (Pre School - 2), and UKG (Pre School - 3).

The total intake is limited to 25 students per class.
School Timings: 9.30AM to 1.50 PM from Monday to Friday. Saturday is a holiday.

Primary Section:

Primary Section consists of classes I to V, having two sections with 35 students each. It
strives to improve every student’s skills such as Cognitive, Communication and Psychomotor.
The academic activities conducted here give hands on experience and promote over all
development of the child and improves language and mathematical aptitude in young learners.
Continuous and Comprehensive Evaluation pattern is followed in primary classes.

For Co-Scholastic subjects, the school has separate rooms for Drama, Music, Drawing,
Wood Work, Arts and Crafts and Yoga. These subjects are taught under the supervision

and guidance of the expert teachers.

° NCC: The school also has an NCC Army wing for boys and girls separately and NCC is

compulsory for the students of 8" and 9" Standard.

° Library: The school library is the core learning centre of the school, providing services
to the staff and students for their teaching—learning process. The library has a collection
of more than 30,000 volumes of both book and non-book materials such as

Encyclopedias, Dictionaries, Yearbooks, Biographies, Story books, General knowledge,

publications and CDs and Multimedia materials.

Library subscribes to several Magazines, Journals and Newspapers of both regional and
national level. Internet facility is available, and all the books and non-books materials are

computerized with ‘Libsys’ library automation service.

° Laboratories: The school has well-equipped laboratories for Physics, Chemistry,
Computer Science, Biology, Social Sciences, Dynamics of Retailing and Information

Technology.

° Sports and Games: The school has several and spacious playgrounds for outdoor sports
comprising of separate courts for Basketball, Volley Ball, Cricket, Hockey Football

and Badminton and sports room for indoor games like Table Tennis, Carrom Board, etc.
° CCTYV : The whole school is under CCTV surveillance to ensure safety of students.

INTERIM ADMISSION

Interim admission will be carried for the vacancy of seats in various classes from

grade II to IX.

o Details of vacancy position of various classes will be displayed on the school notice
board. Parents are requested to read the notification carefully and apply accordingly.

o While providing interim admission to various classes the position of the reservation is
looked into and admission will be made accordingly.

o As per RTE, there will be no admission test is conducted for classes II to VIII. Admission
to these classes will be based on computerised random selection for the session
announced.

o Applicants will be considered eligible if only they have completed the previous year’s
examination.

o Self-Attested copies of the Progress Card (Photocopy) of the previous class studied and

Category Certificate if any should be submitted along with filled in application form.

o For class IX, a written test will be administered with objective type of questions in
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English, Mathematics, Science and Social Science. The test format is given below:

Written test for admission to class IX is also compulsory for children with special needs
The admission test for class IX is based on the syllabus of VIII Standard as prescribed by
CBSE (NCERT) textbooks with 100 objective type multiple choice questions
The students will be eligible to be ranked in the selected list if he/she gets 33 % in each
subject and for children with special needs, it will be 25%.
Only English medium students for class IX will be considered for entrance exam as
there is no support for teaching in Kannada medium.
There will be no admission test for the wards of NCERT employees.
Selection list including waiting list if any, will be displayed on the school notice board.
Students from CBSE affiliated School only are eligible for admission to class IX.
Candidates should provide Student Tracking System (STS) number compulsorily in the
application form.
Documents to be produced compulsorily at the time of admission for verification.
